Two Day Lesson Plan For Computer Lab Visit

This lesson plan assumes that you have already taught the necessary skills for mapping, graphing, or webbing readings……

(If not, you have got to do this first!)

Day One:

Hand out information sheet with web addresses.

Hand out a Data Collection Sheet. This sheet is set up with blanks in places where students will need to write down information. For example, a Climate Graph Data Collection Sheet would have a blank for the location’s name, the months of the year, and blanks for average rainfall and average temperature for each month of the year. 


A second example would be a concept web with a title in the middle of the web with corresponding subheadings for completion by the student.

Then, have the students visit the necessary web sites and collect the correct data. As an aside, if you have the capability, putting these sites as a web page on your school’s server or on your web page makes it easier for students with limited typing abilities to access the necessary sites.

After the students have collected the data, they can start working on the making the appropriate graphic. Continuing or Climate Graph example, they could use the data they have collected to create a climate graph.

The assignment for Day Two, is to come with a completed Climate Graph Data Sheet and a completed climate graph to class the next day.

Day Two

Give students a blank sheet of paper.

Explain to the students, they will be creating an analysis web about the completed climate graph they have brought to class.

Have the students create the climate graph. As you are moving around the room, double check that they have completed their assignment and are working on the task of creating an analysis web.

To extend the lesson have the students check out various atlas pages about their location’s region for any other information they can gleen from the maps in their atlas.

When the students are finished, ask students to explain what they have learned by reading information off of their analysis web and showing their climate graph to the class.

When a few selected students have explained what they have learned, collect the climate graphs and the analysis webs, and move on…..

See, I told you Two Days….. 

But remember, teach the graphic skills first, it will pay dividends all year long!
